
  While the Thanksgiving and Christmas season bring    
memories of happy holidays to most people, it can also inten-
sify emotions of sadness and loneliness for those who have 
lost a loved one. 
  GriefShare, a class designed especially for individuals deal-
ing with the death of someone close, can help. Each week, the 
GriefShare group watches a video featuring interviews with 
grief recovery experts, real-life case studies, and reenact-
ments. After the video, class participants spend time sharing 
their personal thoughts about video material and talking about 
how they are navigating their journey through grief. 
  The class also offers an opportunity for personal study 
throughout the week using a workbook as a guide for under-
standing the grieving process and a place to journal thoughts 
and emotions. 
  Anyone interested in GriefShare may join the group at any 
time during the 13-week class, as each session is self-
contained.  
 While other life events such as divorce or the losing custody 
of a child can bring grief, the GriefShare program is specifi-
cally designed to help those grieving the death of a loved one. 
The class meets Wednesdays at 7 p.m. in Room 115. 
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  This Thanksgiving sea-
son, the Capitol Hill family

  Items will be combined 
with a turkey and distributed 
to the community.

  CHA offers several different classes every 
Sunday at 9:30 a.m. The J24 class in Room 
108 focuses on parenting and mentoring 
that is a journey for a lifetime. Firm Foun-
dations, Room 206, is designed to teach the 
fundamentals of Christian life while Bible 
101 in Room 203 studies specific Bible 
books and themes.  
  The Seekers class, Room 201, is an inter-
active study of topics that will enhance

  The Bible is full of teachings 
and scriptures about good 
works and generosity.

  Paul stated this instruction 
with three directives.  He said, 
“Do good, be rich in helping 
others, be extravagantly gener-
ous.”  
  With each directive he goes a 
little farther.  It is as if Paul was 
saying, “Do good.  Wait, God 
hasn’t just been good to us he 
has blessed us richly.”  So then 
he says, “Be rich in helping 
others.  Wait, God hasn’t just 
blessed us richly he has blessed 
us extravagantly.”  Paul then 

concludes with the proclamation, 
“Be extravagantly generous!”   
  Paul was instructing Timothy to 
teach the people to deal with 
others the same manner in which 
God had dealt with them.  
  My prayer this Thanksgiving 
and Christmas season is that we 
take time to recognize and 
acknowledge the many rich 
blessings of God in each of our 
lives.  
  Let us show our thankfulness 
with more than words.  Let us be 
the blessing to the people in our 
lives by doing good…wait, let’s 
be rich in helping others…wait, 
let’s be
